The Hearing on the Post-Secondary Education Policy was
held on May 5, 2014.

Stakeholders are interested in developing city-wide
rehabilitation council representation.

Matthew McCollough, Chair,

Practice Committee provided comments on FY’15 Post-
Secondary Education Policy at a recent hearing. The
SRC Policy Committee needs a new chair since Joe
Cooney retired April 30, 2014.

What is the SRC’s role in the development and approval
of new policies? Federal law — the SRC must work
jointly with vocational rehabilitation. Is the joint
working relationship spelled out and duties of the SRC
with specific duties defined? Duties are defined by
Federal Law and outlined in the VR State Plan. The level
of commitment and duty is determined by current SRC
members.

Deputy Directors Report — Andrew Reese

The Rehabilitation Services Administration and the SRC Policy Committee
one week ago and will meet again the third week of July, 2014 to discuss
the Post-Secondary Education Policy, all SRC members and the public are
welcome to participate.
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The Vocational Rehabilitation and Supported Employment Services State
Plan Committee met one week ago to review priorities. Mat McCollough
submitted recommendations.

The 2014 State Plan public hearing is scheduling and venue confirmation is
pending. After confirmation, RSA will post the draft state plan on the DDS
District of Columbia web site. Both soft and hard copies will be available in
alternate formats including large print, braille, and compact diskette at the
Martin Luther King, Jr. Library 30 days prior to the Public Hearing. This
allows citywide participation and draft review prior to final July, 2014
submission as federally mandated.

The University of San Diego was awarded the contract for the CSNA. They
have been in contact to gather information and estimate when the focus
groups will meet during August, 2014. The first CSNA draft completion date
Is projected for November, 2014.

DDS RSA is on track to meet the 2014 Federal Goal of 621 client closures.
To date for 2014 there are 515 new clients, 288 client closures and 227
pending client case closures.

The Hearing to review the draft Post-Secondary Education Policy has
prompted changes to the proposed policy. The policy hearing prompted
several of the following questions:

What should the client financial contribution be?
What defines level of support?

How is the local and/or out of town rate of tuition determined?
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As a resolution to a federal corrective action plan RSA has provided staff
training on the new Supported Employment Services Policy and
implementation began April 3, 2014.

The new policy provides specific guidelines for DDA and RSA to jointly
manage client case management. The plan outlines specific responsibilities
of client, DDA and RSA case managers, and parents/guardians beginning
with the intake process.

RSA Financial Outlook -Sharon Vaughan-Roach — For posted updates
to the SRC's website here .

Sharon explained Direct and Indirect Budget Categories provided a brief
overview of the RSA Budget January — March:
